     Every November, the Catholic 

Campaign for Human Development 

collection is taken in Catholic parishes.

 The Alinskyian organizing networks are pushing 

progressive politics - which means a lot of things, 

including abortion and same-sex marriage 

“rights”.  Catholic money is being used to push 

laws that violate 

Catholic moral teach-

ing.   

          Alinskyian or-

ganizations have a 

fiercely left-wing politi-

cal perspective.  Be-

cause their member-

ship consists of insti-

tutions—many of 

which are churches — 

their political ideas 

are often spread in 

the parish. 

     Alinskyian organi-

zations are not grassroots—they come into the 

neighborhood with an agenda.  This isn’t “power 

to the people”;  it’s “power to the organizer, using 

the people.”

The Catholic Campaign for 

Human Development Funds 

Alinskyian Organizing  

 

Presidential nominee Barak Obama’s 

primary work experience was  Alinskyian 

community organiz-

ing.  While he was 

lead organizer in Chi-

cago for the Develop-

ing Communities Pro-

ject, it received thou-

sands of dollars from 

the Catholic Cam-

paign for Human Development.   

Obama has been associated with Ga-

maliel, the Industrial Areas Foundation, 

and ACORN—three Alinskyian networks 

that have received millions from the Cam-

paign over the years. 

Alinskyian organizing networks receive 

over a third of all Campaign for Human 

Development grants— which go into political 

activism, much of which violates Church 

teaching..
